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I1:
So, I’ve got a few questions to ask and my first on is let’s chat about what we did today.  Can anybody remember what you’ve done all day today?
P:
We’ve been watching a video on what the bees do, and… and then we’ve been planting a seed and see if it’ll grow, and then it’ll help the bees.

I1:
Absolutely.  So, you’ve been watching videos and planting seeds and seeing if you can help bees.

P:
And we’ve been doing a show as well.

I1:
You’ve been doing a show as well, you did your own shows where you helped Bibi the bee.
P:
What type of seed did we plant today?

I1:
You planted lots of multiple types of seeds.  So, I can take a picture of the packet and send it to your teacher, would you like that?  And you can see all the different types of seeds.

P:
Yes please.  [Inaudible 00:00:55].  Either learn about how to save bees and give them a better environment.

I1:
Shh.  You learnt about how to save bees and give them a better environment, absolutely.
P:
Learning about how much bees there are in the UK and what types of bees there are.

I1:
Yeah, absolutely, learning how many types of bee there are in the UK, and what types there are, brilliant.  Anybody else remember anything else that we did today?

P:
Also we discussed about bees.

I1:
We did, we discussed lots about bees, didn’t we?
P:
And we did a performance.

I1:
And we did a performance, yeah, you all performed different shows to music as well.

P:
Yeah, and I would… and I was being a bit silly [inaudible 00:01:43] bumblebee and I was running up and down everywhere.

I1:
That’s okay, you… you can be a bit silly when you’re acting like a bumblebee, because they are a bit bumbly and silly, aren’t they?  Yeah.

P:
We’ve been learning facts about bees and doing our own little practice with the bee.

I1:
Yeah, you absolutely have, you’ve been learning facts and practicing.  So, did you learn all the facts that you learnt today about bees, did you learn them today for the first time or did you know some of the facts that we talked about already?

P:
First time.

P:
First time.

I1:
First time.

P:
Already, I already knew them.

I1:
So, you knew some of the facts already.  If we all just… if we speak at once, just so we can make sure that it doesn’t get really confusing.

P:
That bees… once a bee stings you, it could die.

I1:
Once a bee stings you, did you learn that today for the first time?

P:
Yeah.  I already knew it but I thought it would… it would die the first time but it could not actually.

I1:
Yes, so when a bee stings you it can die.  It doesn’t always die, but the reason it stings… it dies is because its stinger can get caught in your skin.  So, if you’re really clever, you can find a way of twisting the stinger out and it won’t die, but if it gets caught up in your skin it can die, so it’s a bit… a bit sad.

P:
[Inaudible 00:02:57].
I1:
Yeah.

P:
Yeah, and it can be a bit like a splinter.

I1:
Yeah.  So, did you learn anything new today or did you know it already?

P:
I… well, I knew about the… one where you get stung by a bee and it’ll die, but it… the reason it dies is because it has like, things poking out of it’s stinger, so it… they get stuck in your skin and they try to get out and then… but then all of it’s stuck inside, gets pulled out.

I1:
Yeah.  That’s quite a cool fact, quite a gruesome fact though, isn’t it?  Yeah, a bit…

P:
Grim.

I1:
Bit grim.  What about you?

P:
That female honeybees can sting.

I1:
Only female honeybees can sting, yeah.  Did you find that out today?  Brilliant.  What about any new things that you definitely learnt today?  Anybody want to tell me a new fact they learnt?  Sorry.
P:
[Inaudible 00:03:57].
I1:
That’s alright, we’ll try and make sure that everybody gets a chance to speak, so...

P:
That there’s two hundred and fifty different types of bees.

I1:
Yeah, that there’s two hundred and fifty types of bee.

P:
And that only female bees can sting.

I1:
Only female bees can sting.  Did you have another one?

P:
That…

I1:
Oh.

P:
That’s getting silly now.

I1:
Got to wait one more time.  Okay.  Do you want to have a fact?

P:
That… that some flowers can actually make bees feel dizzy and they can’t find their way home.

I1:
Yes, and do you remember why the flowers made bees feel dizzy and not be able to find their way home?

P:
Because the pollen wasn’t really [inaudible 00:04:50].

P:
So, it’s basically like…

I1:
Just give me one second, let him finish and then I’ll come to you, okay.

P:
Because like, the pollen’s like, maybe not that ripe yet.

I1:
It wasn’t because of the pollen, it’s because of a different substance.  Did you have an idea, my lovely?

P:
Yeah, is it the… like, the chemicals, so it’s a bit like alcohol.
I1:
Yeah, the chemicals, yeah, absolutely.

P:
They’re getting drunk.

I1:
Well, they’re not drunk, but it’s a similar effect.  What about the boy behind, did you have your hand up, did you want to say something?  You don’t have to, it’s okay, you put it down.  That’s alright, no worries.  What about you?

P:
That male bees stay in the home and they only come out when the queen bee needs help with something.

I1:
Yes, so male honeybees don’t really leave the hive.  All the… all the honeybees that you see leaving a hive are the female bees and they’re called the worker bees, and they do everything in the hive.  Okay, are there any ideas that you think you might want to try or explore after being part of this learning session today?

P:
I kind of want to get like, a magnifying glass and go find some [inaudible 00:06:10] bees.
I1:
That’s so good, you want to find a magnifying glass and find two hundred and fifty bees.  That’s a really good one because you could find lots of different types of bees in the UK, and that’s what a lot of scientists spend their time doing, they take magnifying glasses and they go and find bees.

P:
And… and then learn loads of facts about them.

I1:
You want to learn loads of facts about them.  That’s great.

I2:
The boy sat on the windowsill, please come and sit down.  Sit down.  Thank you.

I1:
Sorry, lovely?
P:
I want to try and help bees that aren’t that well.

I1:
You’re going to try and help bees that aren’t that well, that’s such a good one.  Do you remember how you can help bees that aren’t that well?

P:
Sugar and water, [inaudible 00:06:59].

I1:
Yes, absolutely.  So, you mix sugar and water and you give them energy.  Any other ideas?

P:
Like, go to the forest and then try and find all the types of bees.
I1:
Go to the forest and try and find other types of bees, great.

P:
Help bees survive.
I1:
People trying to…?

P:
Kill them.

I1:
To help bees survive, stop people trying to kill them.  Brilliant, great, thank you so much.  Behind you.

P:
Once I saved a bee at my old school.

I1:
Wow, how did you save a bee?

P:
So, I put it in a bit of water and I mixed it around with salt and then it came… and it got back up and it kept flying.

I1:
Wow, that’s so cool, that’s such a good story, thanks for sharing.  Okay, what about any other ideas about what you might do now?

P:
I already [inaudible 00:08:11] I saw a bee that didn’t… that had no energy and I also helped it with mixing sugar and water.

I1:
Brilliant, that’s so good, well done.  Do you have an idea or…?  No, that’s absolutely fine.  What about you?
P:
[Inaudible 00:08:31].
I1:
You can give bee sweets?  Have you ever given a bee a sweet?

P:
No.

I1:
No.  No, that’s cool, but probably… you had it on YouTube?  Oh, that’s so good.  You already knew a bee fact then, didn’t you?
P:
I gave a bee sugar once.

I1:
You gave a bee sugar water too?  All of you are helping bees, it’s so good.

P:
[Inaudible 00:08:53].
I1:
Bees can play football, yes.  They can play a weird version of football, yeah, absolutely.

P:
What do they push off their heads?

I1:
I think they… I don’t actually know what they made.  I think they just made very, very tiny balls for them.  But somebody suggested that they could push peas around, which seems sensible.

P:
Really?

I1:
Well, they thought that that could be a good football for them.  

P:
Also, next time can we… there are two things that I really want to learn about.

I1:
Yeah.

P:
Fish and how we can save them, and also, I want to know about different types of birds, because there are so many.

I1:
So, you want to learn about fish and birds.  So, that actually takes me very nicely onto my next question which is would anyone like to know more about helping other animals now that they have learnt how to help bees?  Just going to check.  

P:
What is that?

I1:
It’s a little recording so I can catch all the quotes and I can go and write it all up and say this is what people want to learn about.  So, what would you like to learn about?

P:
I… I would want to learn about my favourite animals.

I1:
What are your favourite animals?

P:
Cats and baby turtles.

I1:
Cats and baby turtles, that’s so cute.  Yeah, we could definitely think about doing cats and baby turtles.

P:
I once saved a turtle.  I was at the beach and I found a turtle and it had like, one of those can things, how it stays together, around its neck.

I1:
Oh no.

P:
So I found a sharp piece of rock [inaudible 00:10:38] and then I like, cut it, and then I… but it was really hard and slippy, so I had… I got my mum and dad to help me lift the turtle up and put it back in the sea.

I1:
That’s so nice of you to help it, what a kind thing of you to do, that’s so great, and I can ask you about how to do it.

P:
And my favourite animal’s a turtle.

I1:
And your favourite animal is also turtles.

P:
I want to… I want to hear about saving sharks and…

P:
Me too.

I1:
Saving sharks and dogs.  Okay, great, that’s really interesting.

P:
I want to learn how to save sharks, because lots of people are getting them onto the boats

I1:
Oh yeah, so we need to actually save them because there’s not enough of them, is there.  Yeah, absolutely.

P:
I want to save fish.

I1:
You want to save fish.  We’re having lots of fish themes today.

P:
Because… because loads of people eat them.

I1:
They do, lots of people eat…

P:
But what did they do to us?

I1:
What did they to us, yeah.  Lots of people eat fish but what did they do to us.

P:
They bit us.

I1:
They bit us.  What about you?

P:
[Inaudible 00:11:51].
I1:
You want to learn how to save tigers.  Okay, that would make a very good dance show, wouldn’t it?  Yeah.

P:
[Inaudible 00:11:58] some people don’t like eating meat that the animal produces.

I1:
Yeah, some people want to save lots of types of animals.
I2:
Shh.

P:
[Inaudible 00:12:13].
I1:
Okay, then… no, so you… would you want to learn about all different types of animals?  Yeah, okay.  And what we can do to try and help all different types of animal every day.  What about you?

P:
I want to… I also want to learn how to save foxes.

I1:
Save foxes.  Have you ever seen a fox?

P:
Yes, because once I went on holiday and I woke up in the morning and my brother’s shoe was lost, and it’s obviously took my brother’s shoe and hid it in someone else’s garden.

I1:
Oh no.  That sounds funny.

P:
I want to learn how to save kittens.

I1:
You want to learn how to save kittens.

P:
She has a kitten.

I1:
You have a kitten?

P:
I don’t have a kitten.
I1:
Oh, because it grew into a cat.

P:
Because if he were a human, he would be like, a teenager.

I1:
Yeah, absolutely.  Okay, what about other environmental issues that aren’t linked to animals?  Are there any other environmental issues you’d like to learn about?

P:
I like the forest.

I1:
The forest.  Do you know what it’s called when we cut down forests, can you remember?

P:
Rubbish?

I1:
No, it’s called deforestation.  That’s what we could learn about, it’s a big word.

P:
[Inaudible 00:13:26] learn about how to stop cutting down trees.

I1:
You want to learn about how to stop cutting down trees.

P:
Because trees give people oxygen, and if you don’t have trees, you die.

I1:
Yeah, because trees give people oxygen and if you don’t have it, you will die.

P:
[Inaudible 00:13:46]

P:
Tree… I want to try and stop trees getting chopped because trees can grow fruits and vegetables, which if we… when everyone cuts down the trees down, we won’t have any food or trees left.

I1:
Absolutely, they’re important for our fruits and vegetables.  What about at the back?
P:
Can I do one about the animals?

I1:
You can do one about the animals, yeah.

P:
I’d like to save penguins.
I1:
You would like to save penguins.  That’s a good one, yeah, absolutely.

P:
Because of climate change.

I1:
Because of climate change, did you say?

P:
Yeah.

I1:
Yeah, absolutely.

P:
I… I would like to save the polar bears because the ice melts because of all the fossil fuels they’re using, it’s causing the ice to fall into the ocean and now we’re going to get higher sea levels, and I… I’d like to save otters.

I1:
So, you’d like to think… so you had polar bears and otters, and that was a really good description of what’s happening to the world with the fossil fuels and it making the sea level rise, so well done.

P:
[Inaudible 00:15:04] we don’t need really to save trees because [inaudible 00:15:09] oxygen comes from the ocean.

I1:
Yeah, okay, that’s interesting.  Now, obviously trees are very, very important for lots of other things like oxygen.

P:
Like animals.

I1:
Yeah.

P:
[Inaudible 00:15:21].
I1:
That’s… that’s a really good fact.  So, yeah, that’s one of the things trees do, but we do take a lot of oxygen from the ocean so that’s a really good fact to share, thank you.  And obviously of course, trees are important for other things as well, so that’s another reason.  But that’s a really good fact about oxygen, well done.

P:
I want people to stop cutting trees down because the animals, they will die and they need trees to survive and live.

I1:
Yeah, absolutely.  Okay, I’m just going to move onto the last question, is that alright, quickly?

I2:
Yeah, no worries.

I1:
Okay, so I’ve got… I just want to ask very quickly how did you find the activities today.  So, what did you like about the activities today and what would make it even better?

I2:
We’re staying here.  We’re staying here [name], we’re staying here.

I1:
Okay, so just think about those two questions, so what did you like about the activities today and what would make it even better?  Okay, so anybody…

I2:
Shh.

P:
My favourite activity was mostly on the filling out this.

I1:
You liked filling out the sheet, great, thank you so much.  What about you?
P:
Also, there’s another story about a fox.

I1:
Could you tell me after, is that alright, lovely?  Just because we’ve got to answer this question.

I2:
After [name], we’ve just got to do this question.

I1:
Is that alright, [name]?  Thank you.

P:
I like to help bees and…

I2:
Shh.  [Name].

P:
And I would like… I would want to plant lots of flowers out… out in the garden, and [inaudible 00:17:03] I will put them in my garden.
I1:
Brilliant, well done, thank you.  What did you like about today and what would make it even better?

P:
If we could learn about new animals.

I1:
If we could learn about new animals.

P:
Can I do one more?

I1:
Yeah.

P:
I’d like to save flowers because it’s got nectar in them for the bees.
I1:
Yeah, great, thank you.  What about… do you have anything for what you liked today and what would make it even better?

P:
It would make it even better if we made more plants, because I love raising plants.

I1:
Great, if we made more plants, because you love raising plants.

P:
Also, the story of the fox is that once in the night I heard something and I turned my lamp on and I saw a fox, and it did a tiny, neat poo in our garden.

I1:
Oh no.  Okay, any last things about the workshop?  So, how did you find the workshop today?

P:
I was going to say something about animals.

I1:
Alright, will you tell me on the way down about the animals?  Yeah, okay.  So, does anybody have an answer for what did you like about today and what would make it even better?

P:
That we learnt about bees and bees are really kind if you don’t annoy them.

P:
And be mean.

I1:
Yeah, so we learnt about bees and bees are really kind if you don’t annoy them, yeah.

I2:
I don’t know what you’re doing, stop.

P:
What was the question again?

I1:
What did you like about today and what would make it even better?

P:
I like when we were taught the fact about if a bee stings you and you just have to twist it out so they don’t die.

I1:
Yeah.  Brilliant, thank you.  Okay, yeah.

P:
I’ve got two more.  Well, I got two.  So, I would like to help bees because I… I want to… I don’t want them to die because if you annoy them, they will sting you, but if you don’t, they won’t.

I1:
How did… how did helping Bibi the bee make you feel?

P:
Kind of sad.
I1:
Kind of sad, why did it make you feel sad?

P:
Because he couldn’t get nectar or any pollen.

I1:
Yeah, but you…

P:
And he was really hungry.

I1:
Yeah.  Did you help him?  Great, that’s great you helped him.  Do you want to tell me your last fact and then we’ll finish?

P:
I would like to save flowers because bees like eating nectar off of flowers and lots of people like stepping on them.

I1:
Oh, no.  That’s… but that’s very nice, that you want to help them, that’s a really nice thing to say, so great, that’s lovely to hear.  Thank you so…
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
