P:

I:

P:
Is it two hundred and fifty?

I:
Two hundred and fifty in the UK.

P:
You said about two hundred and fifty-two.

I:
Well, it’s approximate, so there’s around two hundred and fifty.

In the world?  Well, there’s a lot more.  That’s okay.

Okay, let’s chat more about what we did today.  So, yeah, we… oh, you asked how many bees there are in the world.

P:
Yeah.

I:
Okay, so what is one thousand times twenty?

P:
Twenty thousand.

I:
Twenty thousand.

P:
Or two million.

I:
There’s approximately twenty thousand types of bee in the whole wide world.

P:
It’s not two million.

P:
We learnt about that not every bee lives on its… in a colony.

I:
Not every bee lives in a colony, absolutely, and we learnt that honeybees and… what are the other bee that lives in a colony?

P:
Bumblebee.

I:
Bumblebee, absolutely.

P:
Bees can’t see red, got that.

I:
What else can you remember learning today?

P:
It’s turned off.

I:
That’s alright, because it’s still on.

P:
That bees are the best… that bees are the best animals.

P:
Bees can’t see red.

I:
Bees can’t see red.  What did you say?

P:
That bees are the best animal after dogs.

[…]
P:
Dogs are way better.

I:
Dogs are way better, do you think?

P:
No, they’re not, cats are more intelligent.

P:
Yeah, cats are really good at jumping on high places.

I:
Cats scare me a lot more than dogs because they’re sneaky.

P:
[Inaudible 00:03:28].
I:
Okay, one voice at a time so they don’t get confused.  Yes.

P:
They talk to people by dancing.

I:
They talk to people by dancing.  Yeah, absolutely, they talk to each other in the hive by dancing.  Yes.

P:
That when bees are like, suffering on the floor, then if you give them sugar water then it will help them.

I:
Absolutely, if you give bees sugar water then it will help them, that’s a really good fact.

P:
There’s only certain types of flowers that bees are allowed to get [inaudible 00:03:57].

I:
Yeah, bees… bees only like certain types of flowers, and some bees only like even a smaller amount of flowers, and that’s why…

P:
Two.

I:
Yeah, it could be up to two, and that’s why it’s really important that the flowers are out at the same time as the bees that like to feed on them.

P:
Yeah, because now it’s hot that the bees will come out… the flowers will come out in February, you said, and… no, the flowers will come out in February, like… you’ve still got a couple more months until we’re allowed out.

I:
Yeah, absolutely.  I mean, they might… it might not be February exactly, but it could be at a different time.  Yeah, you’re absolutely right.  Yeah.
P:
That petrol cars shouldn’t be allowed in the world anymore.

I:
Well, I think you said that, didn’t you?

P:
Oh yeah, okay.

I:
But yes, petrol cars… shh, everybody, shh, quiet.  Petrol cars are… you’re absolutely right, they’re bad for the environment, aren’t they.  Yes.

P:
Two things.  So, that buff-tail bees can play football, and never squash bees otherwise they’ll be a pancake.

I:
Never squash bees otherwise they’ll be a pancake, okay.

P:
[Inaudible 00:05:08].
P:
Bees… bees are just the next Maradona and Pele.  [Inaudible 00:05:14].
I:
At the back.  Shh, shh.

P:
Only female bees can sting.

I:
Only female bees can sting, absolutely.

P:
Which is really unfair.

P:
[Inaudible 00:05:23].
I:
Female… shh, shh.  Female bees do most of the work, absolutely.

P:
Male bees get the day off every day.

I:
Male bees…

P:
Because male bees are the kings, like [inaudible 00:05:37].

P:
Yeah, but there’s only queen bees.

I:
But male bees also get kicked out the hive at some point, so…
P:
What?

P:
[Inaudible 00:05:44].
I:
Okay, okay, three, two, one.  Right.  Shh.  Did you learn… all these things that we learnt today, did you learn them today or did you know some of the things already?  And I want you to go one… one at a time, one at a time.  So, who hasn’t gone?
P:
I learnt some of the things already.

I:
You knew some of the things already, brilliant.  Is there anything that you learnt that was new?

P:
That only female bees can sting.

I:
That only female bees can sting.

P:
I learnt it when I was only milliseconds old.

I:
I don’t believe you.  I don’t believe you were only a millisecond old.

P:
I believe him.

I:
Was that you?

P:
By accident, when I put my hand up.

I:
Oh no.  Shall we get it… there we go, perfect.  Okay, what about you?

P:
I learnt all of it today.

I:
You learnt all of it today.  Did anybody else learn all of it today?
P:
No.

P:
I learnt all of it except from I knew that when bees sting, they die after.

I:
You knew that when bees sting, they…

P:
[Inaudible 00:07:01].
I:
That’s sad.
P:
You can make a home for them.

P:
Yeah, we made a home for them after.

I:
You made a home for the dead… for the dead bees?

P:
Yeah.

I:
That’s very kind, like a funeral home.

P:
Yeah.

P:
[Inaudible 00:07:12].
I:
Shh, shh.
P:
Once my cousin accidentally stepped on a bee on the stairs because it accidentally went in, then [name], my other cousin, picked it up and put it outside and then made a home for it and gave it honey.

I:
That’s really sweet, so they made a home for it after they stepped on it.  Okay, so…
P:
Yeah, but it survived.

I:
It survived, so yeah, they didn’t kill it.  Okay, so what did you already know?

P:
I already know petrol was bad for the environment.  I already know…

P:
They twerk to… they twerk to talk.

P:
I already knew… I think I already knew bees dance as communicating, or maybe it was another animal that did that.  I already knew that plants and flowers helped bees, and everything about climate change.  I knew everything about climate change.

I:
Okay.  What… shh.  What new things did you learn?

P:
So, I didn’t know how many types of bees there were, and I had no clue only the female could sting or the different varieties of colours you could get.

I:
Brilliant, thank you.  What about you?  What did you already know?

P:
Again, I have two things.  So, once my brother stepped on a bee.

I:
Ouch.

P:
And then… and then we put vinegar on it and then cold piece, and I said wow, poor bee.

I:
Poor bee.  Did you have a second thing?

P:
Yeah, I did not know that bees can see… can’t see red.

I:
You did not know that bees… what about you?  Perfect, thank you.

P:
I learnt… I didn’t know anything except from the… that they… when they sting they die and sugar water.

I:
And sugar water, that’s a good one, absolutely.

P:
I knew half of it and I didn’t know half of it.

I:
Perfect, that’s a good analysis, that’s a good overview.

P:
I’ve got two questions.

I:
Two questions, yeah.

P:
How many types of different colour bees are there, and what are the colours you can get?
I:
Oh, wow, that’s a really big question.  I think there’s more colours than I’d be able to get.

P:
I have a question…

I:
Loads… just wait a second, my lovely, and then I’ll answer.  Loads and loads and loads and loads of colours, more than I could tell you a number for.  There’s lots of different colours, there’s greens, I think there’s a purple bee, I think.  I don’t know if there’s pink, I’ve never seen a pink bee, but I bet there probably is.  There’s black bees, you asked if there was red bees.  There’s orangey red bees, so almost red.

P:
I wish they were grey.  Grey, invisible bees.

I:
Alright, okay, everybody quiet.  We’re going to move onto another question.  [Inaudible 00:10:03] I’ll have to look it up when I do some research.  Are there any ideas, so we learnt about lots of ideas about things we could do.  Are there any ideas that you might want to try or explore after being part of the learning workshop today?
P:
I want to make my own bug hotel where my dog cannot destroy it.

I:
You need to keep it away from dogs, that’s a very good idea.

P:
One of those bee baths.

I:
You want to make a bee bath, that’s a really cool thing to do.  You can use a normal bowl as well, but I suggest using a takeaway box because… yeah.  Perfect.  What about you?
P:
I want to help bees more.

I:
You want to help bees more, that’s really nice.

P:
Yeah, and I want to make a hotel as well.

I:
You want to make a hotel as well. 

P:
But they love honey.  Honey and water.

I:
Yeah, you could put… you could maybe put some… I mean, what might be better is if you put some flowers nearby.

P:
I got a dollhouse as well.

I:
You’ve got a dollhouse.  You could try putting that outside, you’d get bees living in there.  Maybe if you put lots of pot flowers inside the dollhouse.  Any other…

P:
You can see inside your dollhouse bees chewing your Barbie’s heads off.

I:
Any other… shh.  Everybody.  Are there any new ideas that you might want to try or explore after being part of this learning session?

P:
Bee baths.

I:
Bee baths, absolutely.

P:
Again, bee baths.

I:
Bee baths, perfect.

P:
Again, bee baths.

I:
Again, bee baths, perfect.

P:
No, what about… what about instead of a bath, a honey bath.

I:
A honey bath, oh my gosh, that would be sticky.

P:
[Inaudible 00:11:47].
I:
I think that might be [inaudible 00:11:50].  What about… what about does anybody want to plant flowers?
P:
Yeah, yeah.

P:
I don’t have a garden.

I:
That’s okay, you could put your… you could put your seed pot out or you could [inaudible 00:12:04].

P:
[Inaudible 00:12:05].
I:
Perfect, so your dad bought tiny packets of flowers and you’re going to plant them.
P:
[Inaudible 00:12:17].
I:
Three… three cucumber sleeves.  That’s so good.
P:
For free.

I:
Nice.  I like free stuff.

P:
[Inaudible 00:12:29].
I:
Okay, everybody, quiet, quiet, we’re going to move onto the next question now.  Would anyone like to know more about helping other animals now that they’ve learnt how they can help bees?  Okay, and tell me what other animals would you like to learn about.

P:
Definitely ducks.

I:
Definitely dogs, yeah, we could learn about…

P:
Ducks.

I:
Ducks, oh brilliant.

P:
She loves ducks.

I:
Ducks are pretty cool, that would be a good subject.

P:
I’ve got a massive duck at my house.

I:
You’ve got a massive duck at your house?  I’d have to go away and learn all about ducks and come back and tell everyone about them.

P:
[Inaudible 00:13:02] I just really, really love ducks on a t-shirt.

P:
[Inaudible 00:13:09].
I:
Alright, quiet, quiet, so I can get all your ideas.
P:
I want to learn about all the… I want to learn about all the animals, except for the ones that give me nightmares.

I:
Except the ones that give you nightmares.  Which animals give you nightmares?

P:
There’s five.

I:
Five.  Are you going to tell us?  No, that’s okay, you don’t have to.  What about you?

P:
I want to learn more about birds and reindeer.

I:
You want to learn more about birds and reindeer?  That’s really cool.  I’d like to learn more about birds.

P:
Because I love reindeers and birds.  And cats.

I:
Because you love reindeers and birds.

P:
I think I might make a lazy river for the bees.

I:
A lazy river for the bees.

P:
You’ve got to give them [inaudible 00:13:52].

P:
I have a Playmobil that is… that… that goes in the swimming pool, and then it can just bubble round like this with sunglasses on, drinking on the pool.

I:
Yeah.

P:
Give them pina coladas and they’ll go round the pool with little sunglasses, like…

I:
Yeah.  Alright, I want to get all your animal ideas, so…
P:
I want to learn more about foxes.

I:
You want to learn more about foxes?  That’s such a good idea as well, I’d like to learn more about foxes too, because they’re very important, aren’t they, but I don’t know a lot about them.
P:
Why are they not… why are they important?

I:
Well, I think they’re still important… well, I don’t know because I don’t know a lot about them.
P:
They eat the rubbish.

I:
They eat all the rubbish.

P:
That’s what raccoons do.

I:
What about you, my lovely?  What animal.

P:
Koalas and axolotls.

I:
Koalas and axolotls.

P:
Axolotls.

I:
Axolotls.

P:
I love koalas and axolotls, they’re my two favourite animals.

I:
I haven’t heard axolotl before but I’ll make a note of that.

P:
Axolotls are really cute.

P:
All the big cats.

I:
All the big cats, yeah.

P:
Including a black jaguar.

I:
Oh wow, yeah, there’s… there’s big cats [inaudible 00:15:01].
P:
[Inaudible 00:15:02].
I:
Okay, everybody be quiet while [name] says what animal it is.

P:
No… humans.

I:
Humans, you’d like to learn more about humans, that’s an interesting one.

P:
Atoms.  They’re not people.

I:
We’re going to go to them in a second, they’re doing the same thing though.  Yeah.

P:
I want to learn more about horses.

I:
Horses.

P:
Yeah.

I:
Nice.

P:
If they’re doing the same thing, why can’t they come in here?

I:
Because this one’s being recorded.

P:
Oh, so they don’t get to be on the big TVs.
I:
Well, we’re not being filmed.

P:
Yeah, we’re famous.

P:
We are main characters on Hollywood.

P:
[Inaudible 00:15:44].
I:
Shh.  Shh, everybody, everybody, practicing quiet.  Shh.  Yes, my lovely.
P:
[Inaudible 00:16:02].
I:
Some people have been in the newspaper, [inaudible 00:16:07].

P:
I started in choir.

I:
In choir, that’s really cool.  Okay, what other… what other environment issues… if I was going to come with some dances, what other environmental issues would you like to learn about?  Okay.

P:
Hurricanes.

P:
Koalas.  Koalas.

I:
Hurricanes.

P:
Natural disasters.

I:
Natural disasters, yeah, absolutely.  Any other environmental issues?

P:
Everything.

P:
Flowers.

I:
Flowers, you’d like to learn more about flowers.

P:
Everything.

P:
I want to learn more about pandas.

I:
You’d like to learn more about pandas.

P:
[Name] would definitely say that.

I:
[Name] would say that as well.

P:
[Inaudible 00:16:46].
I:
I want to get… I want to get everybody’s ideas down and I want to be able to write them down clearly, so…
P:
Yeah, everyone learn about me.

P:
Can we talk about ducks next lesson.

I:
About ducks, I will definitely [inaudible 00:17:03].

P:
Learn about me, everyone wants to learn about me.

P:
[Inaudible 00:17:06].
I:
What I’ll do is I’ll have to write down everybody’s ideas and then see which is the most popular.

P:
Don’t forget reindeers.

I:
I won’t forget reindeers.

P:
I have a question.  [Inaudible 00:17:22].
I:
I won’t send it to you because it’s got to be very carefully [inaudible 00:17:28] put into writing, but I’ll just…

P:
Can we just hear the actual… just recording.

I:
At the end you can, yeah.  So, what about other environmental issues?  Is anybody interested in things like… could be plastic.  Yeah, or what other environmental issues have you learnt about?

P:
Animals.

P:
Plastics.

I:
Plastic.  Do you want to learn about plastic.

P:
Yeah.

P:
No.

P:
I would like to learn about rainbows as well.

I:
You would like to learn about rainbows.

P:
[Inaudible 00:18:04].
I:
Shh, shh.  At the back.  Quiet please, quiet please.  Okay, okay, we’re going to move onto a whole new section now.  So, how did you find doing the activities today, and would you like to do similar types of activities in the future?  So, what I want you to think about is what did you really like about today and what would have made it even better.  Okay, so two things, what did you like about today and what would make it even better.  Okay.
P:
I liked when we did the dancing, and what would make it even better, if you brought a beehive in.

I:
If I brought a… brilliant.

P:
And maybe a pet bee.

P:
Maybe showing us more content, showing us about the flowers, what varieties would be better for the actual bees so we know in the future we don’t use the wrong ones.

I:
That’s a really good idea, and do you know, that’s given me an idea, maybe I could write them down and send them to teachers as well, about different types of bee friendly flowers.

P:
Are bluebells one?

I:
I think bluebells are bee friendly flowers, I’d have to double check.

P:
Tulips?

I:
I think they’re quite good as well.

P:
What about a poppy?

I:
I don’t think poppies are that good, although actually there was poppy seeds in the thing, so… but yeah, I… I look up every time I plant new flowers, so I’m not a gardener, so I don’t have the information all in my head.

P:
But I planted like, loads of the seeds, so if one’s a poppy, my bees are going to get dizzy.

I:
No, no, no, it doesn’t harm bees, no.  But actually, there are poppy seeds in there so I… I used to think that they probably weren’t that good for… like, weren’t a special favourite of bees, but…

P:

P:
What about roses?

I:
Some… there’s a leafcutter bee and they really love roses, so they and actually go and use rose leaves and they cut out little circles on it to make their nests.

Was that man that was on the TV thing?

I:
Yeah, he was doing the leafcutter bee.  So, back to our question, is how did you find it and what would make it even better?

P:
I liked planting the flower, and what would make it even better if I knew what flower I was planting.

I:
Yeah, absolutely.  Because we had a little look at the names, but they were slightly odd names, weren’t they, like ragwort?
P:
I didn’t plant any.

I:
No, no, we just did that in the corner, but what I’ll do is I’ll send a photo of the packet to your teacher, okay?  Okay.

P:
It was new, and it would be better if I knew what flower seeds we had.

I:
Yes, perfect.  What about you?

P:
It would be better if we could talk about hamburgers [inaudible 00:20:53].

I:
But I don’t think that’s very linked to bees.

Shh.  Okay, so how did doing something to help save Bibi the bee make you feel? What was it like to do your dance shows?  So, we’ve got a thumbs up over here.  Do you want to use… shall we use our… so everybody’s got their thumbs up, that’s good.  You’re mixed.

P:
I like it.

I:
Okay, so can you use your words to tell me how it made you feel?  Yes.

P:
Happy.

I:
It made you feel happy.

P:
Excited and happy and super-duper happy.

I:
Excited and happy and super-duper happy.

P:
Bored and…

I:
You didn’t like it?

P:
No.

P:
And also calm.

I:
Calm.  Calm and nice.

P:
Relaxed.

I:
Calm and relaxed, and spending time with your friends makes you happy.

P:
And you.

I:
And spending time with me, thank you.

P:
And you’re fun.

I:
It was really fun.

P:
I liked… it made me feel happy and relaxed.

I:
It made you feel happy, calm and relaxed.  Thank you.

P:
I felt everything.

P:
It made me feel crazy and wanting to do more of it.

I:
It made you feel crazy and made you… you wanted to do more of it.
P:
I wanted to do more of it.

I:
You wanted to do more of it.

P:
I just like making people laugh.

I:
It made you want some honey.

P:
Can we do it every day?

I:
Not every day, but you can practice it in the playground.

P:
Yay.

I:
Shh, shh.  It made you want to eat honey.  Okay, does anybody else want to share?

P:
You get a sticker.

I:
Thank you.

P:
[Inaudible 00:22:43].
I:
So cute.  Okay.  Okay, so back to our… how was it doing the dancing?  How did it make you feel?  So, we’ve got some thumbs up.

P:
Wait, dancing?

I:
You didn’t like it so much.

P:
Me and [inaudible 00:23:03] have doubled up.

I:

P:
